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THE NUMBERS: By the end of 2012, our facility will have provided shelter and
support services to over 3700 people in our 17 years of operation. With a
population of 73,214 in our region this works out to a little more than 5% of our
population. Consider this statistic for a second and then ask yourself, do we have
a homeless problem in the City?

THE CAPACITY: Last year our facility averaged over 85% occupancy meaning that
of our facilities 19 beds, 16 were filled almost all the time. Often we exceeded
capacity and had to place families in hotels until beds could be made available.
Now ask yourself, how often have you seen the homeless in our community?
Pushing shopping carts? Sleeping in alleys and park benches? The answer should

be ‘almost never’...without A Place Called Home, this would change. We are
committed to ensuring that everyone in our community has a safe place to go at
the end of the day. Our clients are warm and safe, getting 3 meals a day while they
work with our staff to deal with their crises, overcome barriers and taking the steps

needed to find affordable housing and the stability that comes with it.

THE MOST VULNERABLE: As our population ages, we are seeing greater
numbers of homeless seniors and individuals who have higher needs and require
more care. To see someone in their last years at a homeless shelter is a heart
wrenching sight, even more so as these trends continue. Elder abuse is on the

- rise. All'of our clients are vulnerable but seniors are the most vulnerable of all.
Without family or friends to assist and advocate for them, they would be lost

without APCH and other service providers in the community. Into the future, our
facility will adapt and work even more with our community partners to provide
support whenever possible.
